Dr. Anne-Marie Dicce, soprano
A native of Sacramento, Dr. Anne-Marie Dicce has performed as a soloist and ensemble singer throughout North America, Europe, and South America, most notably on tour in Mexico City and throughout Bolivia and Germany. A frequent interpreter of early music as well as 20th and 21st century music, Anne-Marie has participated in a variety of festivals and ensembles including the Oregon Bach Festival, Bach Collegium San Diego, Festival Ensemble Stuttgart, Festival Internacional del Organo Barroco (Mexico City), Festival Internacional de Música Barroca (Bolivia), IRCAM Festival in Paris, Los Angeles Philharmonic Green Umbrella Series and the La Jolla Symphony Chorus. Recent solo appearances include the Bach St. Matthew Passion and B Minor Mass, Handel's Israel in Egypt, Dixit Dominus, and Messiah, the Vivaldi cantata Lungi dal vago volto, Haydn's Die Schöpfung and numerous Bach cantatas. 
A sought after voice teacher, Anne-Marie maintains an active voice studio in the San Diego area, and has worked as a lecturer and professor of voice at Scripps College in Claremont, CA, University of California, San Diego, Southwestern College in Chula Vista, CA, Coronado School of the Arts, and Canyon Crest Academy in San Diego. She has also been a guest artist and has led master classes at Canyon Crest Academy, Point Loma Nazarene University, the National Association of Teachers of Singing (NATS) San Diego Chapter, and Scripps College.
Anne-Marie is proud to have been a founding member of the Sacramento Children's Chorus under the direction of Lynn Stevens and Donald Kendrick. She went on to receive her Doctor of Musical Arts and Masters degrees from the University of California, San Diego, and currently serves on the Board of Directors of NATS San Diego Chapter. Her doctoral dissertation included research in synesthesia and the connection between early and contemporary vocal music techniques.
Highlights of the 2014/15 season include concerts with Spire Chamber Ensemble in Kansas City, including a one-voice-per-part Bach Motets project and Handel's Messiah, as well as concerts in her hometown with the Sacramento Baroque Soloists and leading a masterclass in Sacramento, various projects with the Bach Collegium San Diego, the South Coast Chamber Choir, and a debut with Tucson Chamber Artists. Anne-Marie is thrilled to have recently been invited to be the 2015 soprano Vocal Fellow at the Oregon Bach Festival under the direction of Matthew Halls, where she has been a core member of the renowned OBF Berwick Chorus since 2013.
